Investment policy 
 

Launched in July 2003, the Living Planet Fund – Equity is a 
Luxembourg registered Socially Responsible Investment 
(SRI) fund investing in global equities. It is listed on the 
Luxembourg stock exchange and is compliant with European 
Union UCITs III regulations. 

The fund is a quality financial product that allows retail and institutional investors 
to align their ethical values with their investment goals.  
It has a long term investment strategy and constitutes its portfolio by adopting 
4 SRI approaches: 
1. Exclusion of some sectors 
2. Companies considered for inclusion need to meet stringent financial criteria 
3. Selection of companies using different categories of indicators, including 
environmental and social policies. 
4. Best in class approach: only best performing companies within each sector 
are considered for inclusion in the fund. 
Through this method, 50 to 60 companies that have a proactive commitment to 
environmental and social issues and which are leaders in their industry sector 
constitute the portfolio. 
Companies that the fund invests in must have a market capitalization of at least 
400 Million Euro and are linked to one of the following themes: Energy & 
Climate, Health, Water, Consumption, Knowledge society, Mobility, Financial 
services and Smart housing.

The 8 themes of the Living Planet Fund
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Asset Manager's analysis Company of the month
 
The first two months of 2009 have shown a continuing downtrend on the equity 
markets. However, in March the sentiment changed, mainly due to governmental 
stimulus plans which influence investors’ appetite positively. 
 
In China the government has recently announced plans to massively support the solar 
industry. This announcement positively impacted the whole sector. 
 
Stocks like MEMC Electronic Materials (USA) +20.90% and SolarWorld (Germany) 
+5.55%, which are part of the investment-theme “Energy & Climate”, contributed 
positively to the fund’s performance. The strongest positive contributor to the quarterly 
performance was the theme “Knowledge Society” with stocks like IBM (USA) +21.16%, 
Pearson (UK) +14.23% and Infosys Technologies (India) +13.86%.
